No exceptions to the State Board’s
recommendation have been filed as to any applicant.
Accordingly, it is this 11" day of April 2024, by the Supreme Court of Maryland,
ORDERED that the recommendations for admission of the Uniform Bar Exam

passed character approval and satisfied the requirements of Rule 19-212 (Maryland Law



Component) and 19-213 (Qualifying MPRE Score Required), will be admitted to practice

law in this Court upon taking the oath prescribed by the statute.
